CRITERIA FOR BOOK SELECTION HACKMATACK CHILDREN’S CHOICE BOOK
AWARDS 
 
Books MUST:
 
• have been published in Canada within the last TWO years (2009-2010)
• be appropriate for readers in grades 4 to 6
• have been written by no more than TWO authors
• be in print and readily available 
 
Committees look for: 
 
1. Atlantic-Canadian content, authorship, illustrations and/or publication 
• this is not a requirement, but a book with Atlantic content would be chosen over
another if the two were equal in everything else.
 
2. Literary Quality
• authority
• organization
• illustrations
• design
• prose style
• documentation 
 
3. Overall appeal to children in the Grade 4-6 age group 
 
4. Other Factors 
• cultural diversity. 
• range of reading levels for the Gr 4-6 age group 
• content for both boys and girls
